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1) The merit of Japanese elementary schools is that children from all social backgrounds receive an
education together.

2) Compassion for those who do not have money will not be fostered in a school that only children
of the wealthy attend.
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1) The good thing about Japanese primary schools is that children of every social class are
educated together.

2) Sympathy for those who are not (so) well-to-do is not fostered in a school attended only by
children of the well-off.
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
